Storey Claims First Spirit WL07 Victory World-Wide on Debut:

In what was a historic and winning start to the 2007 NSW State Formula Ford Championship over the weekend (April 14 – 15) at Wakefield Park Raceway, near Goulburn (NSW), leading Anglo Australasian Motorsport driver Rob Storey was unlucky not to walk away with the championship point standings lead at the completion of the opening round.   

After finishing third for the round, which was highlighted by the opening race victory which was the very first race victory for the new Spirit WL07 world-wide, Storey counted himself unlucky not to have to championship lead in his grasp, and the round victory. After winning the opening race of the weekend, Storey managed to spin out whilst batting with Scott Pye for the race lead on the penultimate lap at the infamous turn 8, known as the fish hook.

“I’m the type of driver that doesn’t want to die wondering, as I’m here to win not finish second,” Storey admitted.

“I tried to out brake Scott (Pye) for the lead and wasn’t able to pull the pass off, and that resulted in me spinning out of contention, which in the end cost me the lead in the championship overall.”

Finishing the second race in seventh place, Storey started the third and final race (trophy event) from grid position seven and in the end managed to score a podium result with a third place finish.

Storey was quite humbled to be the very first driver to take a race victory aboard a Spirit WL07.

“It is quite an honour to be the first driver in the world to record a victory for the Spirit WL07,” said the 21-year-old.

“There is plenty of potential in the new car, and this round was just a taste of what it can do, and as the year progresses and the more we learn more about its characteristics, the faster we will be.”

At the completion of the opening round Storey is placed third in the Championship, and he no doubt wants to be further up the point standings ladder.

“I have set myself the goal of the Championship, and although we hit a snag in the second race, things are on the right track,” Storey enthused.

“As I predicted this year’s championship is going to be hotly contested, and going by the opening round that is going to be exactly the case, and there are five maybe six drivers that are capable of winning this years championship, something that it [the championship] hasn’t seen previously.”

Sydney’s Eastern Creek Raceway is the next round of the NSW Championship on May 19 – 20.
