After qualifying with a 1:39.4 which was over half a second faster than he had ever previously run at the 3.9km long circuit the times sheet placed him down in 7th with a whole bag of highly competitive times.

“Seeing the 1:39.4 pop up on my display was very pleasing at the time knowing pole last round here was set 0.2 seconds faster, but after seeing the time sheets I realised we needed to find more” Tweedie said.
Staying out of trouble and managing to avoid the turn 1 incident which involved his nearest championship rival in race 1 Tweedie turned his sights to the Sunday races to try bridge the gap to the front runners. 

First of the Sunday races saw great pace from the 19 year old managing to work up to 4th and right onto the tail of Chris Goodman and Ben Morley who were dicing for 2nd.

This continued in the final race of the day when Tweedie, Erickson and Goodman battled fiercely for all 6 laps for 3rd position. Missing out on the podium by one spot Tweedie seemed pleased with the results the whole Anglo Australian Motorsport team had achieved this weekend.
