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ANGLO FINISHES RECORD-BREAKING SEASON ON A HIGH

Ryan Simpson continued Anglo Motorsport’s domination of the 2008 NSW Formula Ford series, after winning his 16th race of the season at the final round of the championship, held today at Sydney’s Eastern Creek Raceway.

Simpson was in sensational form during qualifying, claiming pole position by an incredible 1.5 seconds. Team mate Nathan Morcom joined Simpson on the front row, while the third member of the squad, Tom Tweedie, completed the all-Anglo top three.

Simpson continued his strong form through all three races, winning each convincingly on his way to securing his maiden 2008 NSW Formula Ford Championship.

“The Anglo Comtec Spirit was fantastic here as it has been all year. I felt really comfortable right from my first lap during qualifying. We were able to keep the car in the sweet spot all weekend. It’s a credit to the guys from Anglo for all the hard work they’ve been putting in,” said Simpson.

“To win the championship like this is fantastic for me and the team, and finishes off a great year for us.  Sixteen wins out of 18 starts is something I’m really proud of, both for myself and my sponsors, Parramatta Smash Repairs, Boyded Distribution, and PPG."

Morcom finished second in Race One and Three, after striking trouble in Race Two with a bad start. Tom Tweedie finished second and third in Races One and Two respectively, but didn’t finish Race Three.
Tweedie was content with his year though, after securing second place in the series. Tweedie won the two races that Simpson missed out on this year, completing Anglo Motorsport’s clean sweep of the entire 2008 NSW Formula Ford series.
Sixteen-year-old Nathan Morcom finished the series in fifth place, gaining valuable experience in his first full racing season.

“This year has gone really well for me, after winning my first Australian karting title earlier in the year and also finishing fifth in my first season of Formula Ford. I’d like to thank all the Anglo team for their hard work in helping me achieve this success. I’d also like to thank my sponsors Rondo Building Supplies and Plastamasta."

The 2008 NSW Formula Ford Championship is only the second year that the Comtec Spirit Formula Ford has competed, but British-built chassis has won the championship two years running and has broken five lap records.

Team manager Tim Beale couldn’t be happier. “Winning the championship two years in a row, claiming every pole positions and numerous lap records is a credit to the Comtec Spirit and our team,” Beale said.

“We’ve spent a lot of time and effort in making sure both the team and drivers understand the Comtec Spirit, and I think this year demonstrates that we’ve managed to do that very well. It’s a fantastic result for everyone.”
