Storey Third on the Podium:

Despite being excluded from the third race during the second round of the National Formula Ford Championship at Wakefield Park Raceway (Goulburn, NSW), reigning NSW  State Formula Ford 1600 Champion Rob Storey still managed a podium finish overall.

It was a weekend of firsts for Storey and his Anglo Australian Motorsport team as he created history by becoming the first driver in the world to taste victory in the new Comtec Spirit WL07 when he took out in the second race of the weekend.

After finishing third in the final race, Storey was awarded second place for the round, but a post race inspection saw him excluded from the final race due to a technical breach, but his results in race one and two of a third and a victory was enough for him to keep a spot on the podium, third.

For Storey despite the exclusion, he was very pleased to return to the front of the National Championship field after what can best be described as a tough opening round at Eastern Creek Raceway early last month.

“We had a good run at Wakefield Park, and come away with a podium finish certainly does wonders for the confidence levels,” stated Storey.

“This weekend’s results have now proven that I can run at the front of the field at a National Championship level and that is where I’m aiming to stay for the remaining rounds.”

The completion of the first two rounds of the National Championship sees Storey eighth in the standings with a total of 38 points.

Round three of the National Championship is to be fought out on the weekend of June 7 – 9 at Sandown International Raceway in Victoria.
